Diamond Jubilee Layout Challenge

To celebrate the 60th Anniversary of the 2mm Scale Association in 2020, we are running a challenge to build a working layout. This challenge could be the incentive you need to build a layout in 2mm scale. The rules are simple and are listed below:
· The scenic area of the layout must fit within the footprint of a rectangle 60cm x 9.42 inches (600mm x 240mm). There are no restrictions in the size of the non-scenic area. The layout must contain at least one working turnout within the scenic area.
· The entry must be built to 2FS track and wheel standards. The layout can be based on any prototype, location or era. Models of prototypes built to run on broad or narrow track gauges are eligible provided the track and wheel standards are similar to (or finer than) the Association standards, subject to approval by the organisers at the time of entry.
· Entries must be demonstrated working at the Diamond Jubilee Expo in the Summer of 2020 (venue and date to be confirmed) when judging will take place. 
· Entries can be the work of individuals, area groups or clubs. The layout must be portable and capable of transport by car or public transport. All components  (particularly electrical items) should be safe for use at a public exhibition.
The closing date for entries will be in the Spring of 2020 but please register your details with the organisers as soon as possible.
